Greta Thunberg, a Swedish activist, has started an international youth movement, against climate change, called “Fridays for
future”. At just sixteen years old, she staged a “School strike for climate” in front of the Swedish Parliament in August 2018 and,
millions of students from around the world have since joined her campaign. Greta’'s speech at the National Assembly in Paris asked
the politicians to be united behind the science and the scientists but, why is so important to listen to the scientists? First of all we will
summarize the scientists’ theories and then, we will state an opinion.

Almost all scientists who have studied the global warming agree on several points: the greenhouse effect is real and allows most of
the Earth’s current forms of life to exist and there is a long and mostly unknown time lag between increases in greenhouse gases
and measurable climate changes.

Satellite and other measurements indicate that concentrations of greenhouse gases in the atmosphere are increasing rapidly so, by
the end of the next century, the world could be warmer than at any time since the dinosaurs disappeared sixty-five million years ago
and we will begin to experience the worst irreversible effects on climate change. As a result, many people think that rapid climate
change (warming or cooling) over a few decades is likely to be disastrous for the Earth’s ecosystems and for the human economy.

In my view, the only global effort to stem temperature rise is to reduce greenhouse gas emissions. We are the cause of these
increased emissions but | believe that there are some positive developments for example, the cost of clean energy technology, wind
and solar power in particular, has continued to decline, making it cheaper than coal power in many places. On the other hand, some
countries have introduced a slew of policy measures intended to help, from transitioning to electric vehicles to implementing energy
efficiency regulations.

In addition, the concept of biodiversity must be taken into account because, over billions of years, a variety of species, genetic
variety within species and natural systems have evolved in response to environmental changes. Despite this, one thing is clear, the
faster the change, the more unpredictable the results, and the harder it will be for society and the natural environment to cope with
the consequences.

In my opinion, Greta Thunberg has woken up the world to climate change and she has achieved things that many people who have
been working on this issue for twenty-eight years have failed to do.

To sum up, | believe that this crisis is a golden opportunity to change and all people should be held responsible for their own
pollution and environment degradation. We should think globally and act locally to sustain the Earth.
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
