Redefining our European collective identity

Globalization and the refugee crisis are reshaping European societies. There is no doubt that our cultural, ethnic and religious diversity has
significantly increased and it seems it will keep increasing in most of the European countries. However, defining national identities and, at the
same time, accepting differences is not an easy task to tackle. In a context like this, anti-immigration voices have emerged and in some countries
they are having a stronger influence in politics. Therefore, there is a need to rethink about the new reality of our collective identity and what being
European means today.

Around 7% of the EU population was born outside the union. Nevertheless, there is not a common attitude in Europe concerning immigration and
it can vary according to different sensitivities or the policies implemented by the countries. It is true that not everyone has felt the impact of
immigration in the same way and sensitivities may also differ depending on specific local areas. However, most policies and debates do not
address long-term issues and this could create a serious problem as long-term measures could help us build stronger societies based on
diversity.

In order to reshape our societies, which will inevitably be based on multiculturalism, it is not enough to tell people that diversity needs to be
embraced and accepted. We will not eradicate the existing fears and prejudices against immigration by presenting simple arguments to a
complex situation. That is why we need more studies based on real data and with a more practical approach, such as the one developed by the
Organisation for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) in which the benefits of immigration for the economy are highlighted and, at
the same time, can be used as a counterargument to the misleading belief that immigration is one of the main reasons of unemployment.

To conclude, the current demographic transformation is changing our culture and the concept of what being European means should also
change. It is not enough to say that being European means having been born in Europe. That is why | feel that the notion of “hyphenated
Europeans” is interesting and that we could perfectly be, for example, Algerian-French in the same way American societies have been using the
notion of African-American for decades. Launching this debate is an issue that Europe needs to face, not only to avoid the rising of anti-
immigration voices, but also to prove that our European Union is ready to face the main challenges of the 21st century. [415 words]
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
